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Preface

Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus, is
the first campus established in the Northern Region of Thailand. It was initially
founded as a Higher Education Institution in August 1981 under the name “Lanna
Buddhist College.” It began running higher education courses in Buddhist Studies
on June 18, 1984. In 1985, the University Council of Mahachulalongkornrajavidy-
alaya decided to recognize it as one Campus of the University, renaming it as
“Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Under the Royal Patronage, Chiang
Mai Campus.”

In 1997, a Royal Decree was issued granting Mahachulalongkornra-
javidyalaya University as The State University under the supervision of the Gov-
ernment, and it was renamed as “Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University.”
It was also granted the status and rights according to the Mahachulalongkornra-
javidyalaya University Act of 1997. The Chiang Mai Campus was again renamed
the as “Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus.” The
University had expanded its educational facilities by establishing a new Location
College at Wat Phra That Hariphunchai in Lamphun Province, having known as
“Lamphun Sangha College” in 1997.

Since it began running undergraduate programs in Buddhist Studies
from 1984, up to 2024 the present year, almost 40 tears, the University has
provided undergraduate education in 4 Faculties and 10 Programs (some of
which have been discontinued). Additionally, it has run a Buddhist Studies in
English Program (E.P. in Buddhism) for Native Thai and the International Foreign
Students. It was regarded as the first English Program of the University and its
Campuses.

To enhance the quality of education at a higher level, the University
increased its Post Graduate Programs namely, in 1998, the first Master’s Degree;
Program in Buddhist Studies. Subsequently, it launched six additional Master’s
Degree Programs, including: Master of Buddhist Studies in Philosophy, Master of
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Arts in Social Development, Master of Buddhist Studies in Buddhist Arts, Master
of Public Administration in Public Administration, Master of Buddhist Studies in
English, Master of Buddhist Studies in Vipassana Meditation (7 programs in total).

With a commitment to advancing education to the highest level, in
2008, the University started Doctoral Program in Buddhist Studies. Two more
Doctoral Programs were followed. i.e., Doctor of Buddhist Studies in Buddhist
Arts, Doctor of Buddhist Studies in Philosophy. (3 Doctoral Programs in total)

By product of 40 years Undergraduate and 27 years Post Graduate
educations, there were a lot numbers of students who are monks and laities
having completed their studies and graduated with various degrees, Bachelor
Degree, Master Degree and Doctoral Degree. Those alumni of this institution
are known for their volunteer spirit and dedication to societal welfares both in
domestic and international levels, receiving significant recognition and admiration.
This has brought immense honor to the institution.

Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus,
is as the Buddhist University has graduated higher education in 10 Disciplinary
Studies of the Post Graduate Program. Additionally, University plays a crucial
role in developing its faculty, staff, and students to ensure high quality. In such
advanced education, the important aspect of nurturing and developing
intellectual capacity are organizing academic seminars at both National and
International levels to offer opportunities for faculty, staff, and students to
participate in those conferences and present their academic works showcasing
their knowledge and expertise in their respective fields in the academic seminars
organized by higher education institutions at both National and International
levels continuously.

With the expectation of enhancing the quality of education at the
University, opportunities have been created for faculty, staff, and students of
Mahachulalongkornraja vidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus, as well as
scholars from other institutions both domestic and international. The University,

thereby, has organized 3 Buddhist Academic seminars, both National and
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International Levels, as follows:

1. The First Seminar was held in 2019 (B.E. 2562) on the project of
“The National and International Conference on Buddhism, Arts & Culture (NICBAC,
MCU: 2019).” with the main theme “Buddhism: The Root of Multi-Cultural
Society Development”. It took place in September 3, 2019, at the UNISERV
Academic Service Center, Chiang Mai University.

2. The Second seminar was held in 2020 (B.E. 2563) on the
project of “The 2" National and International Buddhist Conference” under
the main theme “Buddhism and Social Responsibility in the New Normal”
(BUSRIN, MCU: 2020). This conference took place on September 19-20, 2020, at
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus.

3. The Third seminar was held in 2021 (B.E. 2564) on the project of
“The 3™ National and International Buddhist Conference” with the main theme
“The Buddhist Perspectives and A.l. Age Society” (BUPAIS, MCU: 2021).

Since 2020 (B.E. 2563), the global human society has been severely
affected by the COVID-19 pandemic, which has impacted health systems and
economies. Although Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang
Mai Campus, successfully held the 3" National and International Buddhist
Conference in 2021 (B.E. 2564), but we recognized the ongoing challenges and
thus suspended its National and International Academic Seminars for two years
(2022 and 2023). Despite this suspension of major events, various academic
programs and departments continued to organize seminars and knowledge
exchange activities with distinguished experts without interruption.

In conjunction with the auspicious occasion of the 40" Year Anniversary
of Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Chiang Mai Campus having been
established will be celebrated in 2024 (the orientation to the First new students
on June 17, 1984, and the officially class starting on June 18, 1984). Further, it will
be coming of 26" Year Anniversary of the Post Graduate Programs at the Chiang
Mai Campus having run in 1998, which was the first Post Graduate Program run

in the region. The University, therefore, will organize the 4™ National and International
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Buddhist Conference with the conference’s main theme “The Soft Power &
Buddhist Innovation for Contemporary Society” (SBCS, MCU: 2024) on
Friday, August 23, and Saturday, August 24, 2024, at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya

Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study active learning
management using soft power as a medium to develop English-speaking skills for
foreigners: a case study of an English major at Mahachulalongkronrajavidyalaya
University, Chiang Mai Campus; and 2) to propose guidelines for active learning
management using soft power as a medium to develop English-speaking skills
for foreigners, based on the same case study. The findings revealed that 1)
constructivist theory and Bloom’s Taxonomy were used to enhance effective
learning outcomes for the students. These theories were integrated with active
learning strategies to engage students, including study-trip projects with related
lesson plans and the Monk Chat MCU project. Soft power, such as culture,
was utilized as educational material to create a lively, participatory learning
atmosphere where students actively engaged in their education, resulting in
increased comprehension and retention of the material. 2) The effectiveness of
active learning and teaching using soft power, specifically culture, for developing
English-speaking skills among foreigners was demonstrated. This case study
highlighted the following key components for success: readiness, skills,

foundation, and active learning strategies. The new theoretical knowledge of
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active learning management using soft power as a medium to develop En-
glish-speaking skills for foreigners can be summarized as follows: 1) Readiness:
Readiness: The readiness of the Soft Power Institute, using culture as a base for
active learning. 2) Skills: Effective teaching skills of instructors. 3). Foundation:
The variety of students’ learning goals and prior knowledge impacts the effec-
tiveness of learning outcomes. 4) Active Learning Strategy: Hands-on practice by
learners, after being taught and trained in the classroom, involves regularly using
those skills in real-life interactions with native speakers. Therefore, the success

Abstract

This is qualitative research using documentary research and field
surveys. It aims to study the structure, pattern, craftsmanship techniques, and
patterns of the Buddhist scriptures box in Lanna. The study was conducted
across 61 temples, including 21 in Chiang Mai, 21 in Lampang, and 19 in
Lamphun, resulting in the examination of 103 Buddhist scripture boxes (26 in
Chiang Mai, 46 in Lamphun, and 31 in Lampang). Keys informant in-depth
interviews, focus groups, and activities related to Buddhist art, a total of 30
persons, including 22 abbots or monks, 4 community leaders/village scholars,
4 academics of Buddhism, art, and culture, and 2 Lanna craftsmanship. The
research employed three primary instruments: 1) Buddhist scripture box surveys,
2) Interview forms, and 3) Focus group approaches. The findings were presented
through an academic seminar and a descriptive lecture following data collection,
analysis, and synthesis into categories.

The results revealed that Buddhist scripture boxes consist of three
parts: the base, body, and lid, with designs categorized into box designs and
chest designs. Craftsmanship techniques encompassed six methods: 1) gilding

technique, 2) lacquer and vermilion technique, 3) woodcarving technique, 4)
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glass decoration technique, 5) lacquer moldings technique, and 6) painting
technique. In terms of patterns, Dhamma scripture boxes in Chiang Mai and
Lamphun provinces displayed similar floral motifs, such as the royal lotus and
gardenia flower patterns, often complemented by stalks, branches, leaves, and
animal designs. Angel patterns were popularly employed to adorn the center
body, door panel, and side lid. In contrast, Dhamma scripture boxes in Lampang
Province exhibited unique patterns, including Lanna flower pot patterns, flora

patterns, and angel patterns, making them distinguishable from other regions.
