The results showed that

1) Efficiency of instructional methods using instructional media To study and develop
achievement is equal to 81/83, which is more than the 80/80 criterion set.

3) As for the satisfaction of the students with the teaching media method, it was found
that most of the students were satisfied at the highest level for the research suggestion.
